1. Greased your throw-out bearing 

2. Packed your wheel bearings 

3. Flushed your crankcase 

4. Greased your light switch shaft 

5. Greased your speedometer cable 

6. Oiled your gas pedal linkage 

7. Tightened your lug nuts 

8. Checked the oil in the transmission &                  

rear end 

9. Cleaned & flushed the cooling system 

10. Tightened or checked the fan belt 

11. Rotated your tires 

12. Checked your radiator hoses & clamps 

13. Had your front wheels aligned 

14. Oiled your generator 

15. Spent an hour tightening nuts and bolts all over 

the car 

16. Adjusted your point gap in the distributor 

17. Checked the air in your spare tire. 

18. Checked your emergency tool kit & jack 

19. Adjusted your emergency brake 

20. Cleaned and tightened your battery cables 

21. Filled and checked your shock absorbers 

22. Polished headlight reflectors 

23. Checked all your light bulbs 

24. Oiled the motor in your Horn 

25. Oiled your door hinges and windshield pivots 

26. Checked the water in your battery 

27. Checked the water or antifreeze in your radia-

tor 

28. Checked your tire pressure 

29. BROUGHT YOUR CAR TO A CLUB 

EVENT??? 
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Hereôs how you DO IT!!!!! 

1. To grease your throw-out bearing: Remove the 

clutch inspection plate, under the carpet or 

floor matt.  Grease the bearing threw the fit-

ting on the throw-out collar. Grease Zirk. DO 

NOT over grease.  

2. Wheel bearings: Remove wheels and the 

drums; wash the bearings and the races thor-

oughly.  Pack bearings with wheel bearing 

grease and re-assemble. Do not forget the cot-

ter pin and DO NOT over tighten. DO NOT 

OVER TIGHTEN. 

3. Flush crankcase: Drain Oil-refill with flushing 

oil.  Run engine twenty minutes or so, then 

drain and refill with clean fresh oil.  Make sure 

drain plug is tight and use a copper gasket.  

4. Light switch shaft: Remove the light switch on 

bottom of the switch, pull shaft out or up as far 

as possible and clean grease off.  Use light cup 

grease after you wiped the shaft off, reassemble 

unit. 

5. Speedometer cable: remove dash panel and dis-

connect speedometer cable. Pull out the small 

inside cable and clean thoroughly.  Pack with 

light cup grease and reinstall in the casing.  

Wipe off excess grease and replace instrument 

panel. 

6. Gas pedal linkage:  There are three places to 

oil. Behind the engine on the two shafts sup-

ports there are holes drilled for oiling.  Also 

where the rod connects from the carburetor.  

7. Lug Nuts: Use firm even pressure on all lug 

nuts. Be sure to see whether nuts are pressing 

the wheel to the drum or just bottoming on the 

studs.  A wheel that is not properly bolted to 

the drum can be ruined in short order, and be 

dangerous. Torque to 55-60. 

8. Check Oil: Keep level up to the filler plug; use 

600w (SAE 160) in both.  This oil can be ob-

tained from Mikes or Brattons. Be sure it is 

NON Foam 

9. Cooling system: Arm & Hammer washing so-

da. Pour contents of box into the radiator; run 

hot for a İ hour. Flush system several times 

with clean water.  
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10. Fan Belt: Loosen Generator mounting bolt or 

Alternator support, Tighten until most of the 

slack is taken up, you should have İ to Ĳ inch 

of movement in the belt. 

11. Rotate the tires: Spare to right front, right front 

to left rear, left rear to right rear, right rear to 

left front, left front to spare. Follow same rota-

tion on each change. 

12. To Check radiator hoses and clamps: feel the 

hose if soft and gummy replace the hose, same 

with split or rotted hoses, check clams for bro-

ken area and if so replace. 

13. Wheel alignment: Should be done carefully and 

with special equipment if necessary, Follow 

guidelines in Les Andrews books.  

14. Generator: There are 2 oil holes on the genera-

tor. The rear one is easy to lift the little cap and 

oil. The front one is protected by a little ñLò 

shaped clip that has to be removed to one side.  

15. Self-explanatory. 

16. Point Gap: Ford recommends a gap of .018 

to .022, check the gap at least every 500 miles 

17. Self-explanatory 

18. Tool kit, should include basics tools, bulbs, wire 

points, condenser etc. 

19. Emergency brake: Take up the slack with the 

clevises on the forward end of the emergency 

brake rods, when there is no more adjustment 

left, reline the bands. 

20. Shock absorbers: On all original shocks there is 

a filler plug located near the top of the unit. It 

has a 3/8 square nut on it, use mineral oil or 

Delco shock absorber fluid or glycerin.  

21. Battery terminals: Most corrosion and sulfate 

deposits can be washed off in a solution of bak-

ing soda and then flushed with warm water.  

Pull cables off the terminals and clean the con-

tact surfaces with sandpaper or file. Flush with 

warm water and re-attach them.  The use of 

Vaseline of light cup grease after assemble is 

recommended. NOTE: Baking soda will NEU-

TRALIZE the Acid in the battery, be carful. 

 

 

22. Headlight reflectors: Use a very soft cloth or 

cotton with silver polish, NOT chrome polish as 

it will scratch and dull the reflector, when done 

use new gaskets. 

23. Self-explanatory 

24. Horn: Remove rear cover and put one or 2 

drops of household oil on the two felt retainers 

located at each end of the motor shaft. Run the 

horn and place a cuticle file or 500-grit on the 

motor as running to clean off grease. Use soft 

cloth to remover excess. 

25. Door Hinges and pivots: Just use a drop of 

household oil on the door hinge pins to stop 

sticking and noise. A little goes a LONG way.  

26. Water in your Battery: check the level and 

strength with a hydrometer. 

27. Check water or antifreeze in radiator and do 

not overfill. 

28. Tire Pressure: Should be kept at 35lbs 

29. Club Events: Plan ahead and check your calen-

dar. Fill that tank and lets get out there and 

have some fun, you will have a ball with the rest 

of us, and HEY isnôt that the reason you have 

the ñAò, now lets run it and go!
