The final testing station was where Jack Thomas had set up the battery and dial 
indicators to make sure what was rebuilt or newly built Ds were electrically per-
fect

ize themselves with the small sand blaster, then primed and painted their units. 
Now they were ready to rebuild.  Because of the meticulous arrangement of kits 
replacement parts were right at hand.
